Assisted Suicide Bill: It is expected that the next stage of this bill will return to Parliament on the
12" September with further scrutiny and debate in the days which follow. If it is to become law, the Bill
must be supported by the Lords. The House of Lords would normally be expected to support a Bill where
there is a solid majority in the Commons, but because the Commons majority for this Bill is just 23 votes
and, crucially, the Bill is not a Government Bill, it is still possible that the Lords could reject it.

There are over 800 members of the House of Lords and the process for contacting them isn’t as
straightforward as it is for contacting MPs. You can also write to a Peer using the following address:
